In the
community she was involved with Bridge Club; Children's Conservation League; Deshler
Community Band and Order of Eastern Star Chapter 68.

She enjoyed baking,
cooking, holding dinner parties, relaxing at her pool, and her beloved cat, Squeeky. Above
all things though, Judee loved her family and they all adored her.
