Robert Earl Brown, 80, of McClure, Ohio, passed away Saturday March
4th,2017 at Genacross Lutheran Home in Napoleon, Ohio. He was born Sept.
24, 1936, to the late Earl M. Brown and Ora Bernita (Austermiller) Krout. Bob
worked for Campbell Soup Company, Fryman’s Bottle Gas, Langenderfer
Construction, MacRitchie Materials Inc., and retired from Gerken Paving Inc.
He dedicated much of his spare time to his community. He assisted friend and
neighbor Bud Rodenberger with his ambulance business then served with the
Damascus Township ambulance service for five years and the fire department
for 19 years. He was active on the city council for many years and always had
the town of McClure’s best interest in mind. Bob was also a member of the
Sons of the American Legion in McClure. In 1969, with his wife Carole, along
with Tom and Naomi Good, purchased the Coral Steele property and
developed it into the 25 lot trailer court in McClure, Ohio still known as Willow
Haven. In 1976, he renovated the Grange Hall in McClure, Ohio into 4
apartments and 1 efficiency apartment. Through the years he acquired and
developed many rental properties. He will be remembered as a loving,
hardworking and respected husband, father, grandfather and friend. 

 He is survived by, Carole, his loving wife of 62 years; 4 children, Jacklyn
(Mike) Clark, Rex (Lynn) Brown, Johnny Brown and Jocelyn (Keith) Talbot, 10
grandchildren, 15 great grandchildren and 1 great great grandchild. He was
also preceded in death by his stepfather, Ray Krout, and sister, Irene (Foor)
Atkins. Bob has donated his body for science to the Medical College in



Toledo, Ohio.
